English Translation:

The wonderful animated short film "Airport" by Michaela Miiller, realized as a Swiss-Croatian co-
production, received the Special Mention for Best Minority Stake Croatian Film.

Michaela works in the rare technique of animated paint, using oil on glass. But instead of focusing
on details, she is sculpting with large brush strokes, following conventional figures of travelers at
an airport — only rarely do we see individual faces.

Mostly kept in a monochrome silver film tone, the film is tracing the rhythm of the sounds of an
airport - announcements, the hum of passengers' voices, the shouted commands of security guards.
Rare scraps of blue skies juxtapose with the airports increasingly chaotic crowds, it starts to
become a painful, claustrophobic space.

In the course of the film the tension grows, the enclosed halls become a threatening environment,
similar to a prison. With the shouts of the guards becoming even tenser, info boards announce the
canceling of flights, one after another, and it seems to us that some kind of tragedy has occurred.
The passing fragments of other people's stories - a figure in a suitcase leaving for the cargo
compartment, a singing woman taken away by the authorities - only complement the sense of
panic, the frantic run this film takes you on.
